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PowerPoint Presentations
The DanceScore Scrutineering Application provides UTF-8 text output for importing directly into PowerPoint Presentations.
Overview
Microsoft PowerPoint provides an extremely flexible presentation system that can easily be customized and changed on the fly if required. This is important because many Competition Organisers require graphics that are unique to their events and sponsors.
DanceScore PowerPoint presentations can be downloaded via the Link at dancescorelive.net

Each presentation comes as a ‘stand alone’ module and stand ready to import data generated by the DanceScore Application.

The PowerPoint environment inherits much of the functionality that is commonly used in Microsoft Office products. Most importantly PowerPoint uses the inbuilt Office programming language VBA which simplifies repetitive tasks. 
To open the VBA code editor (IDE), on any open PowerPoint Presentation hold the ‘alt’ key down and press F11.

Note: This documentation assumes the use of Microsoft Access 2007 or above. It is also assumed that the user has a basic knowledge of the DanceScore Competition Module.
DanceScore PowerPoint Variables
Each DanceScore presentation has several variables that affect the way data is imported into the presentation. These are edited by opening the VBA code window (alt F11) and finding the ‘User Options’ section that appears near the top of all DanceScore presentation.
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Once you have set the options to the format required there is no need to access the VBA code editor. Instead you can RUN the code from the ‘Macro Control’ this is located in the ‘View’ menu.

Importing Results
Every time a result (Final) is compiled either through the Live Control Panel or by selecting one that has already been processed in the Results Menu, a file is written in the \Live\Powerpoint folder. This file will have the name: Item Number & Item Name & .txt
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To import this file and create a Results Presentation you must open the presentation and select the Macros Control, here you will simply click on the Run button.
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This will start the VBA code and open a file browser so that you can navigate to the file you want to import. 
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Double click on the desired file or select and then click the OK button. The presentation will automatically compile (and run if you have that User Option set to True). F5 will run the presentation.
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
